Such holidays may not be taken by any government servant without the previous
permission of the officer who is competent to grant him casual leave. An officer who_is
zllowed to avail himself casual leave without obtaining the previous perfission of higher
zuthority should intimate fis intention of taking such a holiday to the authority t6 whom he
makes similar intimation in respect of C.L.

2 Not more than ten such holidays in all may be taken in a calender year and no such
"oliday shall be taken after the expiry of six months from the public holiday for which it is
substituted. It will, however, be with in the discretion of head of an office to call on the

3 Not more than seven holidays may be accumulated and lower number may be fixed in
nis discretion by the head of the office.
